• On December 29, 2004, CTC was issued Limited Notice 
to Proceed and preliminary engineering proceeded.

• On July 18, 2005, Montgomery County requested the 
Authority evaluate the feasibility of co-locating the 
Montgomery County Department of Fire and Rescue 
Services, four bay station with the west side parking 
structure.

• The Glenmont Parking Structure Expansion will be a 
multilevel parking facility providing approximately 930 
to 1,140 parking spaces at the Glenmont Station.
