 This is a multi-year Environmental (On Call) Construction Services Contract for WMATA Bus and Rail facilities in Washington, DC, Maryland and Virginia. The contract will be awarded for a one-year base term and four one-year Option years. Funding is guaranteed for the first (base) year only. This is a task order Contract. Each task order scope of work will include but is not limited to: replacement and rehabilitation of underground storage tank (UST) systems, aboveground storage tank (AST) systems, and tank monitoring systems. 

Estimated Cost Range: Between $200,000 and $600,000, for the entire contract, including the Base year and (4) Option years.  
Period of performance: Base year work to be completed no later than June 30, 2016.  Four one

year Options may be awarded subsequent to June 30, 2016, subject to availability of funding.

WMATA will provide a presentation including the solicitation issues and technical requirements.  A WMATA-escorted site visit will be held immediately after the conference. The successful bidder must provide a Payment Bond as required by the solicitation. Evidence of insurability, with the appropriate limits as specified in the solicitation, must be provided within 7 days after Bid Opening.
